Abstract Guidelines
These guidelines are provided for general information, but are not intended to be prescriptive. As the abstracts will be published in Primate Eye and may be cited, they should summarise your work so that your study can be understood without additional information. Abstracts may also be displayed on the PSGB’s website. 

Deadline for abstract submission: Friday 24th September 2010 

All abstracts will be reviewed by at least two referees. We anticipate that corresponding authors will receive notification of the outcome of their submission by the end of October, confirming whether or not their paper has been accepted (but we strongly recommend that delegates register for the Winter Meeting as early as possible, as places are subject to availability only. Registration for this event will open shortly; please check http://www.psgb.org/Meetings/Winter2010.htm for updates). If successful, authors will be notified of the invited format, i.e. as either an oral or poster presentation (authors may be asked to present a poster, rather than an oral paper, if there are more submissions than time allows; the Reviewing Committee will reject abstracts that do not meet the highest standards). The reviewers’ decision on the inclusion of presentations in the programme will be final. If the abstract is accepted, authors will be sent guidelines for the preparation of a presentation for this meeting. It is anticipated that oral presentations will typically be 15-20 mins long, including time for questions.
Using the Abstract Form below, the abstract must be submitted to the Reviewing Committee, as an MS Word document. Please use metric units of measurement, standard abbreviation and statistical symbols, and capitalise statistics (e.g. P < 0.05), but do not italicise. Please give scientific names (italicised) for all species where a common name is used, and avoid inclusion of references. Please ensure thorough proof-reading of the abstract prior to submission, and ensure that all acronyms and non-standard abbreviations are defined.
