Program: 
The PSGB Spring Meeting 2007 will take place over Wednesday afternoon and all day Thursday on the 18th and 
19th April 2007 in the Elvet Riverside Lecture Halls, Durham University.  The theme is ‘Sex & Violence’ and our 
invited speakers will address aspects of this topic over the course of the two days.  Confirmed speakers include 
Robin Dunbar (Liverpool), Allison Jolly (Sussex), Dave Perrett (St Andrews) and Peter Kappeler (Göttingen).  We 
welcome offers of oral presentations and posters on any topic for the remainder of the conference, and particularly 
encourage post-graduate students to present their research.  There will be prizes for the best postgraduate 
presentation and poster and up to 10 student bursaries of £50 each are available to students giving oral 
presentations.
